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1. About the Vocabulary List 
The LANGUAGECERT ESOL for Schools B1 Vocabulary List is a practical resource designed 
to support teachers preparing learners for the LANGUAGECERT ESOL for Schools B1 
examination. It provides a core selection of words typically encountered at this level and 
helps ensure vocabulary input is both relevant and appropriate for classroom use. As 
such, all content in the LANGUAGECERT ESOL for Schools B1 exam is developed with 
reference to this list, ensuring close alignment between classroom preparation and exam 
expectations. However, the list does not include every word that may appear in a 
LANGUAGECERT ESOL for Schools B1 exam paper. 

LANGUAGECERT’s ESOL for Schools qualifications are a suite of English language exams 
specifically designed for learners aged twelve to sixteen who wish to demonstrate their 
language competence at CEFR levels A1-B2. These qualifications follow the same 
specifications and CEFR alignment principles as other ESOL exams developed by 
LANGUAGECERT. Each level includes separate written and spoken exams that assess 
listening, reading, writing, and speaking skills. 

How the list is updated 

The LANGUAGECERT ESOL for Schools B1 Vocabulary List is a dynamic, receptive wordlist, 
reviewed annually by LANGUAGECERT’s team of language experts. Decisions on the 
inclusion or removal of words are made based on expert judgement, informed by the 
LANGUAGECERT Main Wordlist – which serves as the central reference point across all 
LANGUAGECERT ESOL qualifications.  
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2. Organisation of the List 
The LANGUAGECERT ESOL for Schools B1 Vocabulary List is organised into two parts: an 
alphabetical list of words and phrases, and an appendix containing Word Sets. 

Alphabetical List 
The list presents words and phrases in alphabetical order, along with an adjoining 
abbreviation indicating the part of speech they belong to.  

Exemplification 

Example phrases and sentences are provided to clarify words with multiple meanings. 
For instance, the word ‘bank’ is followed by the explanation: ‘an organisation where you 
can borrow money’. This limits the meaning of ‘bank’ to the idea of a financial institution, 
and candidates are not expected to know other meanings, such as ‘a river bank’. 

Phrasal verbs 

All phrasal verbs that a LANGUAGECERT ESOL for Schools B1 candidate might be 
expected to know are included in the list. 

Unsuitable topics 

LANGUAGECERT ESOL for Schools examinations are designed to be age-appropriate, 
relevant to candidates’ experiences, and sensitive to their diverse backgrounds. 
Assessment materials are carefully developed to avoid bias and do not include content 
that could disadvantage or distress candidates, potentially affecting their performance 
during the examination. As a result, certain topics are considered unsuitable for use in 
LANGUAGECERT ESOL for Schools exams, and related vocabulary is, therefore, not 
included in the list.
