The candidate generally covers most of the task points and there
is some variety in descriptions, but they should have elaborated
more by giving more varied examples and details when covering
the task points.

The candidate generally uses basic grammatical structures
correctly, including conjunctions, connectives and discourse
markers (errors do not impede a sympathetic reader’s
understanding).

The candidate employs some complex grammatical structures
encountered at A2 level.

The candidate does not always use punctuation marks
accurately and the capitalisation throughout the text may also be
an indication of this.

Examples of errors:

1) “.tovisited...”

2) “..the conditions of the animals was...”

3) “..and them feel lake at they normal habitad...”
