The candidate generally writes a connected text with brief
narratives and descriptions on a familiar and straightforward
topic despite some common errors encountered at B1 level.

The candidate generally covers most of the task points and there
is some variety in descriptions, but they should have elaborated
more by giving more varied examples and details when covering
the task points.

The candidate generally uses basic grammatical structures
correctly, including some conjunctions, connectives and
discourse markers.

Some grammatical errors occur and some of them seem to
occur when the candidate tries to employ some complex
grammatical structures encountered at B1 level.

Examples of errors:

1) “Last weekend | have to take care of...”
2) “.that | have seen before...”

3)  “lrecommend to visit...”

The candidate generally uses words and expressions appropriate
to the topic and purpose of the piece of writing.

The candidate generally uses some complex vocabulary and
structures although some errors occur.

Examples of complex vocabulary and structures encountered at B1
level: words in red in the text

The candidate generally spells correctly the words used although
some errors occur.

The candidate generally communicates information and ideas
by demonstrating some awareness of the conventions of the
intended piece of writing.

There is use of discourse markers and conjunctions although
SOme errors may occur.

There is no use of paragraphing.
